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Building cleaning management is work to maintain cleanliness, aimed at protecting hygienic environments, maintaining aesthetic appearance,
securing safety and improving conservation for the inside of buildings (Note 1) used by an unspecified number of users, In accordance with the
difference of dirt, etc., select appropriate method, detergent and equipment and carry out the cleaning work (Note 3) by place and by site (Note
2) to eliminate environmental pollutants present in the building.

(Note 1) Buildings excluding houses (detached houses, apartment houses etc.).

(Note 2) "By location" refers to the classification of the entrance hall, a passage, a toilet, an elevator, a dedicated part, etc. The term "part by
site" refers to a classification such as a floor, a wall, a ceiling,

(Note 3) Among the cleaning tasks, daily cleaning work refers to operations performed at least once a day, etc. Periodic cleaning work is a
periodic operation performed on a yearly or monthly basis.
